	Collection of your personal information
	Your personal information was provided to the Commission by your agency in response to the Commissioners request to agencies to provide support and additional capacity for critical government functions during the COVID-19 pandemic.

	Authority for collection of personal information
	The Australian Public Service Commissioner has a number of functions relating to the APS.  Under paragraph 41(2)(c) of the Public Service Act 1999 (the Act), the Commissioner has the function ‘to develop, review and evaluate APS workforce management policies and practices and maintain appropriate databases’.  Under paragraph 41(2)(h) of the Act, the Commissioner has the functions of providing advice and assistance to agencies on public service matters.

	Why does the Commission collect your personal information?
	The Commission collects your personal information for the purpose of facilitating secondments and transfers to other APS agencies in order to provide critical government functions during the COVID 19 pandemic. Your information will also be used to seek your views and perceptions on your mobility opportunity.  

	What would happen if the Commission did not collect your personal information?

	Who will the Commission disclose your personal information to?

	Access to and correction of your personal information.
	The Commission’s privacy policy contains information about how you may access and seek correction of personal information about you that is held by the Commission.

	Privacy complaints.
